The joy of Kingdom living cannot coexist in a heart that
is anxious [very large period]. Anxiety corrodes and
corrupts joy.

Wow, and the list just keeps multiplying because | have
never sought the Lord's guidance about the resolution
of the work He laid before me for today.

There you go again,
confusing needs and wants. The instruction here is to
seek the Kingdom and the righteousness that
characterizes it. Result is a life that is filled with the
peace and joy of the Kingdom. So what if my jeans are
a tad tattered if I'm living with the joy of the Lord in my
heart.
